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BOB EHRLICH HAS SLIGHT LEAD ON MARTIN O’'MALLEY, 46% TO 43%
CONGRESSIONAL GENERIC BALLOT TEST: DEMS 42%, GOP 34%
OBAMA ADMINISTRATION HANDLING OF OIL SPILL:

40% APPROVE 50% DISAPPROVE

Louisville, CO - In the rematch of the 2006 Maryland Governor race, Republican
Bob Ehrlich currently holds a 3 point lead over incumbent Governor Martin
O’Malley, 46% to 43%, 4% of voters prefer “another candidate”, and 7% are
undecided. These results are based on a Magellan Strategies automated survey of
752 likely Maryland voters fielded Tuesday, June 29th, The ballot test numbers are
just within the margin of error of 3.57%. Looking at the results by voter subgroup,
we find 25% of Democrats supporting Bob Ehrlich. Maintaining that support will be
critical to the Ehrlich Campaign considering voter turnout in past election cycles has
averaged 58% Democrat, 31% Republican and 11% independent voters. Governor
O’Malley does well among younger voters 18 to 34, with a 9 point lead over Bob
Ehrlich, and holds a 1 point lead among women, and voters 55 and older. The table
below shows the ballot test by voter subgroup.

Candidate Image Ratings

Both the current and former Governor, Martin O’Malley is well known among all
voters with name recognition of 99%. Republican Bob Ehrlich currently has a
stronger image rating than Governor O’Malley, with 51% of respondents having a
favorable opinion of him and 32% having an unfavorable opinion. Governor
O’Malley’s image rating is slightly “upside down” among all voters, with 41% having
a favorable opinion of him and 45% having an unfavorable opinion. Among men,
39% have a favorable opinion of him and 51% have an unfavorable opinion. Among
women, his image ratio is 1 to 1, with 42% having a favorable opinion of him and
41% unfavorable.
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In the strongest Democrat counties of Montgomery, Baltimore City and Prince
Georges, his favorable rating is 48%, 66%, and 49% respectively. The following
table shows image ratings by voter subgroup for both candidates.

Maryland Congressional Generic Ballot Test

“If the election for Congress was being held today, and all you know about the two
candidates was that one was a Democrat, and the other was a Republican, for whom
would you vote?

Among all voters, 42% of respondents would vote for the Democrat candidate and
34% for the Republican candidate, and 24% are undecided. Looking at the
responses by age group, we find the generic Democrat candidate with a double digit
margin over the Republican candidate in every age group with the exception of
voters aged 35 to 44 and 55 to 64. We also find a smaller margin, 4 points, between
the Democrat and Republican candidates among men.

Barack Obama Job Approval

In this heavily Democrat state, among all voters 48% approve of the job President
Barack Obama is doing and 43% disapprove. The President’s job approval among
men is 48% approve, 47% disapprove, and among women, 49% approve and 41%
disapprove. Among Democrats, 68% approve and 25% disapprove. Across all five
age groups, the President’s approval rating margin are positive, with the exception
of voters aged 35 to 44 where 46% approve and 46% disapprove.
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Obama Administration’s Handling of Qil Spill
“Do you approve or disapprove of the Obama Administration’s handling of the oil spill

in the Gulf of Mexico?”

Among all voters, 40% approve of the Obama Administration’s handling of the oil
spill and 50% disapprove. Among men, 42% approve and 51% disapprove, and
among women, 38% approve and 49% disapprove.

Survey Methodology
This survey was conducted using automated telephone touch tone technology. The

sample for this survey was randomly drawn from a Maryland voter file. The
response data was weighted to reflect past general election voting demographics
from the 2008, 2006 and 2004 election cycles. The 752 interviews were conducted
on Tuesday night, June 29th from 5:30 to 8 pm. This survey has a margin of error of
3.57% at the 95 percent confidence interval.
